Seeding Labs, A NON PROFIT CORPORATION

Assignment and Release of Equipment

[Donor], a[n] [individual OR institution type] located at [address] (“Donor”) hereby assigns, transfers, conveys and delivers to Seeding Labs, a Section 501(c)(3) publicly supported charity located at 11 Everett Street, N8, Cambridge, Massachusetts 02138 (“Seeding Labs”), all of Donor’s rights, title and interest in and to the equipment listed on Schedule A hereto (the “Equipment”), subject to and based upon the following conditions:

1. Representations and Warranties.  Donor understands that Seeding Labs’ mission is to provide usable and safe Equipment to research facilities that lack access to comparable resources.  Donor further understands that Seeding Labs takes reasonable precautions to avoid donations of dangerous or faulty equipment.  Accordingly, and without limiting the indemnification or waiver provisions below, Donor hereby represents in good faith that, except as set forth in Schedule A hereto, as of the date hereof:

i. Donor has full title to the Equipment without any liens or other encumbrances, and has the right to assign, transfer and convey the Equipment to Seeding Labs. 

ii. Donor has no knowledge of any safety risks associated with the Equipment.  All safety concerns related to the Equipment are set forth on Schedule A, and copies of any relevant safety inspection forms from Donor’s environmental health and safety office are attached.

iii. To Donor’s knowledge, the Equipment is in good working order.

iv. To Donor’s knowledge, the Equipment is adequate for its customary and intended use.

v. Donor has secured all necessary releases and permissions to donate the Equipment.

2. Waiver and Indemnification.  Donor has made the above representations in good faith, and understands that Seeding Labs is relying on such representations in its decision to send the Equipment to its beneficiaries.  Notwithstanding the foregoing:

i. Seeding Labs agrees to waive any claims for damage to Seeding Labs’ personal property and/or damage to the Equipment or injury to Seeding Labs personnel arising from use of the Equipment, except to the extent caused by Donor’s gross negligence or willful misconduct; and 

ii. Seeding Labs agrees to hold harmless and indemnify Donor, its affiliates, subsidiaries, directors, officers, employees and agents (the “Indemnitees”) for any losses, damages or expenses that Donor may incur as a result of or arising from use of the Equipment by Seeding Labs or its affiliates, except to the extent caused by such Indemnitees’ gross negligence or willful misconduct.
3. Miscellaneous.  Seeding Labs shall assume all responsibility for removal of the Equipment from the premises of Donor, provided that Donor shall provide Seeding Labs with reasonable access to the Equipment in connection with such removal.  This agreement shall be interpreted and enforced in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts without regard to its conflict of law principles.
